The Project  

Exmouth Anglican Community Church seeks to reach 

both the locals and visitors in the town with the 

Good News of Jesus Christ as Lord and Saviour.  

The Anglican Church has been a part of the 

community since itõs beginnings. In the early 1970õs 

the church began meeting at American Base Chapel 

until it was closed in 2007. Since then the church 

has met in the local Senior Citizens Centre. It is now 

time for a new church home where the ministry can 

be expanded.  

 

The Diocese has   

purchased a block of 

land that is big 

enough to house a 

church and rectory. 

Project planning is 

underway.  

 

It is estimated that the total cost for project will be 

$950,000. By the grace of God $700,000 has been 

raised leaving a $250,000 shortfall in meeting the 

project cost.
