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Readers will know that these notes provide a ready access into the min-
istry which each of the Field Staff and Regional Officers undertake on 
your behalf. Each values the partnership and prayer support you offer.

Many supporters have noticed over the past few years that the Society 
has broadened the ministry supported and initiated across Australia. 
This has enabled a broader range of partnerships to form between the 
Diocese, Parish, Society, Supporter, and those who minister.

Those featured in these Prayer Notes have different support and min-
istry arrangements. In fact, each appointment is unique but in broad 
terms they fall into one of the following categories.

Field Staff – the usual Field Staff arrangements sees the Society pro-
vide a significant proportion of the cost of the ministry placement. In 
some places, the Society provides 100% of the stipend, the provision of 
the vehicle and much of the running costs. In others it could be a part 
stipend depending on the need. Here the local congregation or Diocese 
contributes the balance. Such an arrangement helps address difficult 
long-term dependencies. In addition to the above arrangements Field 
Staff receive an ancillary Support Package styled to suit their particular 
situation. The Package can include – removals and travel costs (at the 
beginning and end of service), pastoral care provision throughout the 
term of the service, annual holiday travel entitlements, professional 
development, emergency and bereavement travel, long service leave, 
superannuation payments and assistance with re-establishment at the 
end of the term of service. The average cost of the Ancillary Package per 
placement is just over $10,000 per family per year.

Affiliate Field Staff – Affiliates are those who are engaged in ministry 
not dissimilar to the Field Staff. They enjoy the pastoral care and prayer 
support of the Society, receive the Ancillary Support Package as full 
Field Staff do but have a majority of the stipend come from another 
source, an outside benefactor, other agency, or the Parish itself.

FROM THE NATIONAL DIRECTOR

About Our Categories Of Service
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Co-Workers – Co-Workers are self-funded members of the Field, based 
on the age-old mission engagement of “Tent Maker”. Co-Workers are 
those who make their own way in seeking to help and assist in a BCA 
supported ministry. They are often focused on providing a particular 
skill needed. Many need to balance the amount of assistance against 
the need to engage in part time employment. Typically, Co-Workers may 
engage in a ministry in the short term, 3 – 12 months. They enjoy the 
full prayer and pastoral CRE support of the BCA Family.

MTA – Ministry Training Arrangement - those in this arrangement with 
BCA enjoy the pastoral care and prayer support of the Society and re-
ceive financial support towards their stipend or assistance with housing 
or travel costs. They train in a Parish agreed between the Diocese and 
BCA, with a view to future Field Staff placement.

Regional Officers – the Regional Officers provide a vital connec-
tion between the field and home base. They are principally involved in 
mission education and the gathering of support for the field. They also 
provide a unique pastoral care role to those in the field and those at 
home.

All Field Staff and Officers enjoy and value the underpinning of your 
prayers.
